Conductors, Insulators,

 Open Circuits & Closed Circuits.

Conductors: are materials that allow electricity to flow through easily.

Example: any kind of metal (copper, platinum and  gold are some of the best).

Insulators: are materials that resist the flow of electricity.

Example: glass, plastic, rubber.

Open circuit: is a circuit that has a “break” in it somewhere, usually due to a switch (turned off), which doesn’t allow the electricity to flow all the way through it and therefore is not complete.
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Closed circuit: has no break, the switches are closed (or on) and the circuit is complete. 
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
