Density and Flame 

Tests.

Density: Is the amount of mass per unit of volume that matter (any object) occupies.

Equation:




Density = Mass / Volume

Example: If an object had a volume of 10 ml and a mass of 20 g, what would the density be?

D = 20 g / 10 ml = 2.0 g/ml (units: grams per milliliter)

Flame tests: Are used to identify the metal in an ionic compound.

Certain metals burn a color unique to their identity (example: copper burns green).  If an unknown ionic is matched to the color of a known the metal can be identified.
