Friction

Friction: is the force that opposes all motion.

There are three different kinds of friction:

1.) Sliding friction: occurs when two surfaces slide past each other.  Example: rubbing your hands together.

2.) Rolling friction: Occurs when a round object rolls on a surface.  Example: a ball rolling

3.) Fluid friction: occurs when an object is moving through a fluid (gas or liquid).  Example: a ball falling through the air or a boat going across a lake.
