Parts of Refraction and Reflection

The way that light behaves when it bounces (reflection) when it changes directions (refraction) can be described with the following terms:

Normal: is a line of reference that is at a right angle to the surface that the light is bouncing off of and refracting through.

Angle of Reflection: is the angle between the reflected light and the normal.

Angle of refraction is the angle between the refracted ray and the normal.

Angle of incidence: is the angle between the light ray that hits the surface first and the normal.
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
