Phases of matter

There are 4 phases of matter: solid, liquid, gas and plasma.

Plasma: (not the kind that’s in your blood) requires a very high temperature and pressure.  Example: stars

The phase that a sample of matter is in depends directly on amount of energy that the molecules have, which determines how fast the particles are moving.

There are 5 different phase changes that matter can go through.

Freezing: liquid to solid.

Melting: solid to liquid.

Evaporation: liquid to gas.

Condensation: gas to liquid.
