Projectile Motion

Projectile: is any object that is shot through the air.

Example: marble.
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D = 10 m  T = 10s

**All projectiles pause at the top of their flight a lot like throwing something straight up and have a velocity of 0 m/s.

Vtop = 0 m/s

Average Velocity = Total distance

                                   Total time

VI = VF : Because of the conservation of energy.

VI/VF = average velocity x 2

VI and VF = 10/10 x 2 = 2 m/s

  45 : is the angle that any projectile fired at will achieve the longest distance (disregarding friction and wind).
